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Abstract. The article is devoted to the international law of the 21st century,
criminalizing sexual exploitation of minors. Analyzes the individual documents. Emphasis is
placed on the Convention of 2007.

Keywords: sexual exploitation, international law, minors, Convention, 2007, sexual
violence.

Since the early 20th century, a significant number of documents has appeared which
providing the inadmissibility of sexual exploitation of minors in its various forms in the
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international environment. But the most significant changes in terms of the prevention of
children sexual exploitation occurred in the early 21st century. The features of international
acts of this period are complex nature, aiming at systematizing and construction of a single
document containing both preventive, criminal and socio-psychological measures to combat
various forms of sexual exploitation of children.

These documents include the Council Framework Decision of the European Union on
combating the sexual exploitation of children and child pornography (2004), the Yokohama
Global Commitment adopted at the Second World Congress against sexual exploitation of
children for commercial purposes (17-20 December 2001), Budapest liabilities and plan of
Action adopted at the conference for the Second World Congress against sexual exploitation
of children for commercial purposes (20 - 21 November 2001), the Optional Protocol to the
Convention on the Rights of the Child about children trafficking, child prostitution and child
pornography (2000), Effective interventions in the field of crime prevention and criminal
justice responses to combat sexual exploitation of children (2007), Combating trafficking
and exploitation of children for pornography (resolution of the Parliamentary Assembly of
the OSCE, 2006), the Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of children from
Sexual exploitation and sexual Abuse (2007). The Council of Europe Convention on the
Protection of children against sexual exploitation and sexual assault is the most advanced
and relevant in this regard but its appearance was preceded by a number of other
documents.

The foundation was laid by the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of
the Child on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography (2000) [2, p.77].
In fact, it complements and builds upon the Convention on the Rights of the Child, focusing
on measures that States must take to protect children from sexual exploitation. In fact, it
complements and builds upon the Convention on the Rights of the Child, focusing on
measures that states must take to protect children from sexual exploitation. It is therefore
mainly focused on the close cross-border cooperation in the fight against child trafficking
poverty, prostitution and pornography. However, the distinguishing feature of the document
Is its system construction, which subsequently become an integral feature of such acts. In
the second article provides a terminology this protocol is operated, and immediately reveals
the meaning of these terms. Sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography and
have previously attempted to identify in a single act of the narrow scope of regulation, here
they are firstly clearly defined for further convenience enforcement practices. Is mentioned
about the practice of sex tourism, which in fact is the catalyst of all forms of child sexual
exploitation. Sex tourism is primarily related to human trafficking, and then, as a result, to
prostitution and pornography [5, p.13]. At the beginning of the 21th century, this problem
has already been the subject of research by many scientists [1; 6]. However, there aren’t
paid due attention to causes and measures for prevent the spread of this phenomenon as the
root causes of sexual exploitation, it is a significant drawback of international practice
neither this document nor subsequent.

Effective interventions in the field of crime prevention and criminal justice responses
to combat sexual exploitation of children [2, p.169] were adopted in 2007, just before
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Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of children against sexual exploitation and
sexual abuse and became a kind of base for the formation of its legal framework. The
document was adopted by resolution of the Commission on Crime Prevention and Criminal
Justice of the Economic and Social Council of the UN. In fact, it is a recommendation, as
all its provisions are intended to appeal to the international community to join the
Convention on the Rights of the Child, and to take effective measures to prevent sexual
exploitation of children. Emphasis is on legal measures and the application of information
technologies in the fight against cybercrime, condemned all forms of sexual exploitation,
but most attention is paid to child pornography as a growing international problem.

Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of Children against Sexual
Exploitation and Sexual Abuse (2007) [2, p. 357] is very broad and includes preventive
measures, relating to a special staff selection facing with children in work; measures to
protect and assist victims; the procedural norms guaranteeing features of investigative
actions with children participation in cases involving sexual exploitation, as well as a
mechanism of international cooperation.

In addition, special attention is given in this paper to that document, because it is the
last of the most important international acts in the area of study ratified by the Russian
Federation. Its relevance has identified a number of legislative changes in the field of the
protection of minors from criminal encroachments on their sexual integrity and freedom, in
particular the Federal Law dated 29.02.2012 Ne 14-State Law, a number of amendments to
the Criminal Code [4].

This Convention, in our view, is a document that summarized all the previous acts from the
various areas relating to sexual exploitation, has taken into account the recommendations of
various international committees and their resolutions [See, for example, Council of Europe
Recommendation 1991 on sexual exploitation, pornography, prostitution and trafficking in
children and young adults, the Framework Decision of the European Council on combating
the sexual exploitation of children and child pornography (2004) and others]. Repeating the
provisions of the previous documents in combating sexual violence against children [
Stockholm Declaration and Plan of Action adopted at the First World Congress against
sexual exploitation of children for commercial purposes (27-31 August 1996), the Optional
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the sale of children, child
prostitution and child pornography (2000) effective interventions in the field of crime
prevention and criminal justice responses to combat sexual exploitation of children (2007),
etc.], it’s innovative at the same time. Firstly, the concept of "sexual exploitation" as such is
not formulated, but it include a separate compounds, namely prostitution, child
pornography, child participation in pornographic performances, corruption and seduction of
children for sexual purposes. Sexual assault against children, though considered together
with the forms of sexual exploitation, however, it does not belong. This is evidenced by the
analysis of Articles 3 and 4 of the Convention, where these terms are used in combination:
«sexual exploitation and sexual assault». Such a formulation and the inclusion of abuse and
solicitation of children for sexual purposes in the list of compounds that are attributable to
sexual exploitation, once again justify the need for inclusion of sexual assault to its forms.
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On the necessity of combining them is the fact that there is a single set of measures for the
prevention and combating sexual exploitation and protection of children's rights for all these
sexual assault and freedom of a minor in the document, that could serve as the next step
towards unification and codification of international law in the study area.

Secondly much attention is given to a wide general public, including school children,
through educational institutions and through the media about the facts of sexual
exploitation, thereby providing, under the Convention, opposition to it. Article 6 of the
document draws attention that the information about the kinds of sexual exploitation and
sexual abuse and how to self-defense must be submitted adapted to the level of perception
of the sort. It is possible that an excessive emphasis on the detailed presentation of this
problem in schools can cause additional interest from the children, as correctly stated in the
literature [3]. For these purposes should be conducted class hours and other activities in the
educational process, tailored to the requirements of the Convention that requires changes
primarily in education standards, and then in plans of extracurricular schools activities.

Lighting facts of child sexual abuse through the media should be brief and not serve as
a means of acquaintance with numerous ways of committing such crimes, or their
promotion. Based on observations relatively to the method of presenting information of a
similar nature in the press at the moment, to talk about the correct approach cannot,
materials are not properly reviewed, primarily aim is to attract the attention of readers in any
way, and don’t prevent the commission of such crimes in the future. And as recent
information and communication tools thanks to the Internet crowd out the media and
become the main means of public awareness of what is happening in the world, the most
relevant seems locking sites, popularizing use of sexual violence against children, including
in schools. Or the establishment of limited access to it during the day.

Third, in addition to the sexual exploitation of children and are attributed children
corruption and seduction in sexual purposes, as previously didn’t mention. Corruption is
defined as the unlawful intentional involvement of a child under the legal age to observe
crimes attributed to sexual exploitation (including sexual assault). In fact, it’s truncated
view of Article 135 of the Criminal Code « dissolute actions», concluding in objective side
in addition to monitoring this specified actions, and, for example, the commission of such
acts against minors. However, it should be noted that in the Russian criminal law dissolute
actions («seduction») are related to crimes against sexual inviolability and sexual freedom,
in the Convention seduction is related to forms of sexual exploitation and considered
separately from the sexual assault. This divergence in classification is quite understandable
and determined by the amount of action that form the objective side of crimes. In addition,
sexual assault in the Convention shall be interpreted very broadly as "participation in sexual
activity with a child,” according to his will or against it, the types of sexual activities are not
specified.

This Convention, signed by Russia in 2012, was ratified in 2013, but with reservations.
Implementation of some of its provisions requires significant changes in national legislation,
or at the moment there are no technical, organizational and legal conditions for the
execution of instructions contained therein. The first category conclude the denial of
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legislative consolidation of some forms of sexual exploitation in the Criminal Code of
Russia. The second category includes, for example, the questioning of the child by law
enforcement officers who have undergone special training that requires organizations for
receiving them further education on a specialty «psychology» or passing specially created
training courses in appropriate direction, which requires time-consuming (from a year up to
5 years) and cannot be applied immediately. Or the need for lighting facts of sexual
exploitation in educational institutions, including the preparation of secondary education. In
addition to changes in educational programs this requires training of employees of schools
by training institutes to achieve the goal of preventing sexual violence against children and
the prevention of its constituent crimes.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE LEARNING OF STUDENTS WITH NON-
LINGUISTIC SPECSALITY

The article discusses the concept and the role of foreign communication and
importance of foreign language professional communication of university non-linguistic
students and the problem of foreign language skill formation of such students. The factors
that help to master effectively a foreign language in university during their adaptation in the
first academic year are discussed.

Key words: learning motivation, professional communication in a foreign language,
skill acquisition, formation of foreign speaking abilities.

The overall strategy of foreign language teaching at non-linguistic faculties of
universities includes the requirement to develop foreign language communication skills in a
professional sphere. Modern European language policy focuses on multilingualism of
European citizens. Without this, successful integration into modern world is simply
impossible. Learning of more than one foreign language, of course, is also in the interest of
overall national policy of Ukraine. Already, students are offered to learn one basic language
and a second additional language at the choice. This evidences that knowledge of several
languages by future professional is a sound investment under market economy conditions.

A task to develop foreign language communication skills of students studying
nonlinguistic specialties is traditional for psychological and educational researches. Most
students of nonlinguistic specialties experience problems at business communication in a
foreign language; they cannot achieve desired results during such communication. A few
years ago, foreign language learning at non-linguistic specialties was based on general
scientific literature. However, with development of society needs, emphasis at foreign
language learning in universities was changed and development of foreign language
communicative competence became an important need.

Development of foreign language communication skills during foreign language
learning process was investigated in many studies (3aBiproxa, 2007; Komoma, 2011;
Bopernpka, 2010; 'anonenko, 2002, Larsen-Freeman, 2008).

The available studies are characterized by ambiguity of approaches to understanding
and resolving of this problem. Recently, improving of foreign language skills of different
professionals has gained special importance and has become a subject of many studies: in
particular, the psychological aspects of communicative competence were studied by
Bbonanes (1998), 3ouToBa (2005) and others.

We agree with researches who describe peculiarities of foreign languages
communication of non-linguistic professionals (byuareka, 2005; ['punummmn, 2003;
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Onydpiea, 2010) and believe that mastery of a foreign language during professional
training is an essential part of professional competence, which has own specificity for each
kind of activities.

bomaner, 1998; Bbopeupka, 2010 Milrud, 2007; Glezerman & Balkonski, 2002;
Shamne, 2013 allowed us to define foreign language communication skills as an integral
personal vocational formation, which is implemented in personal psychological, technical
and operational readiness to perform successful, productive and efficient professional
activities with foreign language usage or in foreign language culture and provides an ability
to interact effectively with other people. Personal speech competence is realized during
different types of speech activities, namely: perception, awareness, reproduction (oral or
written).

In modern psychological researches, foreign language professional communication is
understood as knowledge of a language, a high level of practical verbal and non-verbal
skills and experience of language competence at a version-adaptive level depending on a
speech situation (Onydpiea, 2010). The term "foreign language learning" determines an
ability of a person to form adequately a particular meaning by linguistic means, and
"learning" or "mastering" are subject’s activities of any form for foreign language mastering
as a mean and a method of own thinking expression.

The theoretical analysis of the problem (Onydpiepa, 2010) led us to the conclusion
that students’ professional communication in foreign languages serves, primarily, as an
ability to perform communicative linguistic behavior in accordance with tasks of
hypothetical situations for foreign language communication.

Foreign language speaking is a set of knowledge and skills that allow students to use
successfully a foreign language in their professional activities and for self-education and
self-development. Concerning the system of education researchers takes particular interest
in the processes of self-development and acquiring of new positive qualities by the system
itself and by each single individual. Thus, the question of conditions of the self-
development processes origin takes on special significance (Rudenko, 2004). Vocational
education becomes for a person and their life perspective, to some extent, a guarantee of the
future. Therefore, relationship of person’s academic motivation with life goals, perspectives
and values determines person’s potential for development in the future, and satisfaction in
the present, and the reveals essential forces of self-realization and psychological well-being
for future professionals (Serdiuk, 2013).

The efficiency of foreign language skill formation depends on a number of
psychological factors that can be determined as important circumstances that influence on a
success of future professionals’ communication. Success factors are based on a structure of
learning activities that allow their identification with structural components necessary to
create conditions for development of intrinsic motivation to communicate, for educational
process improving by involving of students into discussing of specific situations describing
their professional activities. Foreign language learning obtain personal meaning depending
on activities into which obtained language skills are integrated (KocoB & buprokoB &
Baneesa & Illypanosa, (1999); Milrud, 2007).
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The objective of our study was to analyze the main psychological factors that must be
considered in the process of foreign language teaching with a view to form a high level of
foreign language communicative competence of the first year students.

Aim of the research is to consider the students’ foreign language learning as a
psychological problem, to analyze the role of foreign communication in student activity.

Object of the research: factors of foreign language learning of students with non-
linguistic specialty and foreign language competence formation.

Method of the research. The study was carried out on the basis of questionnaires
and purposed to set personal readiness to communicate in foreign languages, particularly at
professional work, identification of first year students’ attitudes to foreign language learning
in universities and students’ desire to communicate in foreign languages in professional
sphere.

Participants of the research. The survey involved 85 first year students of non-
linguistic specialties of University "Ukraine"”, Kyiv, Ukraine (accounting and audit,
psychology, physical rehabilitation, social work, journalism, publishing and editing,
computer technology, network, design, food technology).

Results and Discussion. Non-linguistic students are characterized by low speech
culture, inability to clearly and properly articulate their thoughts, to work with scientific
literature. So, foreign language teaching of non-linguistic students is much more difficult
and the results are less visible than those of philology students.

However, most students recognize the need to have good language skills, they are
interested in languages, but the learning process is associated with certain difficulties which
make impossible development of language skills, do not raise a desire to learn a foreign
language.

The results of survey show that 80.2% of high school graduates plan to continue their
studies at universities with further mastery of foreign languages for professional needs.
Unfortunately, almost half high school graduates do not have sufficient knowledge about
their professional inclinations, which, in turn, leads to lack of adequate professional self-
understanding. This, consequently, leads to a lack of understanding about importance of
mastering of certain academic disciplines, including foreign languages.

As for lack of non-linguistic students’ interest to the foreign language classes in
universities, the reasons for that are primarily due to the fact that first-year students have
different levels of basic training in foreign languages. Therefore, students with a good level
after school do not experience difficulties in learning and lose interest in the subject, and
students who are poorly mastered basic school curriculum experience significant difficulties
in dealing with lacuna and also lose interest. They do not believe in their abilities, expect
failures, feel “stiffness”, fear of mistakes, they are not able to overcome various
psychological barriers, etc.
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According to first-year students of non-linguistic disciplines, there are reasons that
prevent them to learn foreign languages (see Figure 2).

The reasons that prevent students (%) to master a foreign language in universities
Overall, students indicated improvement of their foreign language knowledge for
professional needs during university training because they associate the entry into university
with change of their own attitude to foreign |anguages mastering for professional needs.

Most of the first-year students of nonlinguistic specialties (28.7%) believe that an
insufficient number of foreign language class hours is a main reason that prevents them to
master a foreign language in high school in a full scale. The second largest cause (26.2 %) is
their workload with professional disciplines, so they cannot pay sufficient attention to
foreign languages. 19.5 % of freshmen cannot continue foreign languages studying in
universities successfully because of a low level of foreign languages knowledge obtained at
school. And 14.4% of the surveyed students indicated that they do not have enough
motivation to study foreign languages for professional needs because they do not associate
foreign languages knowledge with their future professions.

Table 1 shows the importance of students’ motivation to master a foreign language.
The greatest importance of motivation has the exchange of information and business
communication, employment and studying abroad. Processing of the empirical results was
carried out using the statistical software package SPSS 17.0 for Windows.

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As for the wishes of students of early academic years regarding changes of foreign
language mastering process in universities, they pointed to the following factors: "more
meetings with native speakers” (34.25%); "bringing textbooks into systems" (29.30%);
"usage of authentic foreign literature at foreign language classes" (21.1%); "improvement of
methods for material presentation at foreign language classrooms™ (15.15%).

As a result of the responses received, we identified three groups of the first year
students, characterized by different attitudes to foreign language learning in university. By
comparing them, we received the following: 67.5 % of students increased their interest in
chosen profession after entering into the university, they also understand a role of foreign
language mastering for their specialty; 13.2 % of students have a negative attitude toward
mastery of foreign languages; 19.3% of first-year students have a neutral attitude towards
language learning. Also, according to the students’ beliefs, they have different levels of
foreign language knowledge due to the fact that the groups are formed at the university
according to chosen profession and not by the level of foreign language knowledge, and
this, in turn, reduces their interest in foreign language learning.

Creative tasks and those related to life experiences are the most effective and
interesting for students of early academic years, as was indicated by 83.92% of the
respondents, as well as group work to implement forms of spontaneous, improvised tasks
that contribute to a better remembering with usage of visual aids, especially lessons in a
play form.

Identified in our study psychological features of learning motivation in adolescence
indicate a need for targeted work to improve a knowledge level of first year students.
Developing a technique of students’ readiness to foreign language communication, we
wanted to observe a number of demands which can stimulate the students' need for foreign
language communication: trust in communication, freedom of communicative acts, ability
of listen a companion, mutual sympathy and mutual support in communicative situations,
real psychological contact providing confidence at lessons, emotional well-being, feelings
of own capacity and own abilities.

During foreign language communication organization, we focused on a system of
training tasks, which combines different types of foreign language communicative activities
and must include morally motivated communicative activities; it must be meaningful and
accepted by members of communication. Since the process of future professional
development is purely individual, all changes, and experience of foreign language
communication, are mediated by self-attitude, a comprehensive picture of oneself, because
the success of foreign languages mastering influence on moral and psychological climate in
a classroom, on interpersonal relationships and affect levels of formation of cognitive,
behavioral, self-esteem components of an identity.

Summary. When a tumor is located at the base of the brain, EEG reflects only an indirect
effect of pathological processes on neurodynamics of the cortical tissue. Therefore,
electroencephalographic data is not that important for general complex of clinical
diagnosis of tumors of this localization in comparison with hemispheric lesions. Another
feature of lesions of basal formations is that in these cases subcortical structures and
brainstem are often involved into pathological processes. We analyzed features of the
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electrical activity of the brain in 52 female patients with hormone-active pituitary
microprolactinomas in order to determine the nature of the response of hypothalamic
structures, limbic-reticular complex and different cortical areas to specific changes in
neurotransmitter and hormonal states of the test group.

SUBJECTS AND ARTISTRY OF POETRY KHUSAYNIY

In present article attempt to open some sides of the person, an originality of poetry of
poet-governor Khusayn Baykara - Khusayniy, the outstanding political figure, the active
representative of the cultural, educational and literary environment of the end of XV and the
beginnings of XVI century is undertaken. On the example of particular compositions of the
poet creating both on Turkic, and on Persian languages, being based on hand-written and
printing editions of the "Divana™ made by the author and "Treatise Khusayn Baykara" the
subjects, system of images, artistry of products of the contemporary and the close friend of
the great poet Alisher Navoi, which creativity are investigated long years was exposed to
not deserved criticism.

Khusayn Baykara - the poet, left to descendant powerful creative heritage. His creative
treasure consists from made by the author himself "Divan" and and “Risolai Khusayn
Baykara” (“Treatise of Khusayn Baykara™). The collection of poems-divans of the poet have
been some times copied during his life by the well-known calligraphers of that time,
including Sultan Ali Meshhedi, Sultan Muhammadi Handonom, these rare copies have been
remained and up to now. The divan includes in itself such poetic genres, as a gazelle,
mukhammas, ruboi, quadruple, fard, kit’a. Gazelles are collected in sequence and according
to the Arabian alphabet.

Written in 1485 “Risolai Khusayn Baykara” on the one hand is sung the founder of
both worlds - Allah. Last prophet is exalted - Muhammad. The main thing, affirms, that the
person created as the highest essence is obliged to thank the Creator that, he gave him life,
created all conditions, created as the most respected of all essences, and should accomplish
all farz and sunnat.

On the other hand, Khusayn Baykara is proud of that knowingly spends the life given
by Allah, honours, and cares of the world and well-being in the country. Famous
A.Abdugofurov marked®, that he in a short fragment reflects his activity: building of
mosques and madrasas, hotels; did not suppose as former kings of oppression, robbery,
crushed not obeying robbers. The words stated by him help us to present more completely
the image of Khusayn Baykara.

Khusayn Baykara in the treatise said that during the kings ruling lived many great
people, pointed, that the most knowing and noble among them, pearl rivers of noble
qualities and a sun light of wisdom? was mavlyana Abdurrahman Djami. The author sings
the personality, greatness of Djami as the scientist and the poet having written gazelles,
poems. After he described, the huge creative prowess in the world of Turkish of his close
friend Alisher Navoi. Especially glorifies the great genius, comparing his “Khamsa” with
Nizami and Hosrav Dehlaviy. Khusayn Baykara asserts that divans and Alisher Navoi's
poems is there is not equal not only in Turkic, but also in the Arabian, Persian world. The
treatise is small, however very valuable a source in studying the personality Khusayn
Baykara, Abdurrahman Djami and Alisher Navoi.

Khusayn wrote gazelles, muhammas,_fard, kit’a, ruboi and quadruple, basically, in
Uzbek language. Some gazelles, meeting in various anthologies, proofs, the fragments
resulted in Vosifi in it “Badoi ul-vakoe”, say that the poet created as well on the Persian. He
wrote in popular kinds of gazelle - to five, six, seven, eight bytes (couplets). As researchers
mark, all of them are subject of gazelle, not a parokanda (it is literally, written in disorder)

The leading themes of  gazelles of the poet is the traditional theme of love.
Thumbing through printing and hand-written copies of divan of the poet, we see, that in it,
basically, are collected gazelles on love themes. Practically in all gazelles references of the
lyrical hero to his lover about fidelity, fidelity and patience, the description of her beauty
sound, is originally thin sudden fine feelings.
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In all the gazelles of Khusayn, on the one hand, highly artly sings the
beauty, grace, carelessness of a beloved, a grief and suffering which it causes to the lyric
hero, from another hand, simply, and simultaneously, musically and warmly describes
various psychological conditions, sufferings enamoured, his hope of favour of beloved, also
a pain from not honesty of the contender. The poet pays special attention to consecutive
perfection of thought in the art description. As a result, each gazelle appears as a short,
distinct statement concrete soul conditions of beloved. If the gazelle begins with the
description of a face of beloved, it comes to an end with expression of that month is
ashamed before it. Or a gazelle beginning the description of symmetry of a body of beloved
it comes to an end singing its superiority over all: sarv, shamshod, ar-ar and du.Therefore
the majority of gazelles Khusayn are gazelles with the concrete maintenance, a plot.

As the thought in a concrete gazelle begins with exact intention, and comes to an end
with the provided logic point, in them is not observed differences of thoughts, and integrity
Is traced. Also are rare in its verses inherent in creativity of great creators of a word of
attempt to spend through love themes socially-philosophical, political, too secret, secular,
epic thought.

Penetrating into a gazelle of the poet, we see as from a name of beloved the image-
portrait of a beloved is laconically described. In such poems the maintenance develops from
couplets to couplets, proceeds and finds integrity, completeness. In the course of this or that
description the reader has a perfect representation about certain feeling, extreme experience,
a subject or the phenomenon, the certain condition in the of the person personality is
accurately shown.

Beloved eyes break off soul of the hero, at the same time of her lip gives a life:

Atinacam aavau pagondbaxuunea HCoHUMHU Guoo,

Xanotcapu mya#ceon Ouna HCOHUMHU AUIApCan Gueop.

Very often eyes of beloved are compared to the sorcerer, the cheat, artful, magician,
eyelashes - the arrow, a dagger, a needle, a spear, thus reach a various sort of artistry. And if
an arrow - beloved eyes tear apart soul enamoured, but nectar from his lips gives a life. The
grief caused by beloved, his bitter words torment soul, her smile inspires him, separation
kills, the meeting with her recovers, stimulates by a joyful life:

L'ap not sasicxunnoxoyp, yi otidex 103u, épad HeOuH,
Tupeusyp eax eaciu bupna, yimypyp 2o X a3z pupo .

One of original features of gazelles of the poet consists that the author in each couplet
compares an image of beloved to any vital phenomenon or subjects, and the fine art
fragment is created. As a result, the description developing from couplet to couplet, forms
logic sequence. For example, in the first byte of a gazelle «Ca63zau xammune casoou naviu
xanoon ycmuna» again appeared on beloved lips the black filament-sabzai of huts is
compared with to falling of shade Khizra on animals In the second skull-cap of kurayshi
(Arabs of a tribe kurash put on green cap) on a head of the beauty dressed in green chapan,
reminds hoarfrost on “capsu xupomon”(a tree growing directly). The arrow which has
pierced broken smothering enamoured, letting off with eyes beloved, is similar to a bird on
ruins. In the fourth couplet the description is more beautiful and it is pleasant, attractive:
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Each black stain left a grief of love on a shower of the beloved, reminds crotch when the
beloved as the book papers dismisses her hair. The black birthmark over vivifying, scarlet as
if petals of roses lips is compared to a fly, which can suddenly sit down in transparent field.

Here the lyrical hero makes serious deviation, states thought on life, its delusiveness.
Beauty, riches and glory that is not eternal. Even those who exploited on "a Universe dust”,
will appear under this dust. For this reason the person should esteem, if has met true people,
not to give soul to not true, should aspire to live in pleasure. So, all elements of artistry in a
gazelle, all words and expressions are directed on an appeal by a joyful, happy life, to
substantially and adequately to live the life given by the Allah. This gazelle of Khusayn is
one proof to that he is the singer of a true life, beauty.

It is well-known, that Khusayn Baykara after long wandering and struggle has
occupied a throne of Khurasan. Being especially vigilant, brave, enterprising, because of
against struggle with him forces, some false assistants, after silly sons he has lived all life
with sleepless soul, not losing vigilance. According the statements of orientalists, a principal
cause of refusal Khusayn Baykara to release Alisher Navoi to hadj the probability of
occurrence during this period not quiet conditions in a certain corner of the country, revolt
infamy people, that is care of interests of the people. Testifies to it and that fact, that last
time Navoi has refused the fulfilment to hadj according the desire of court Herat.

Fear for anxieties in country, at first sight strong, always quiet Khurasan always
tormented soul of shah Khusayn Baykara , he stayed in constant care. Similar sincere
conditions it should be reflected in his gazelle giving to some of them public, philosophical
essence.

In a number of couplets motives of open discontent are felt, the complaint of the lyrical
hero to "people conflicts”, "not fidelity of friends”, "meanness of the enemy", and
sufferings, was hurted by a heartless, careless beloved that is reflexion of the complaint to
destiny, heavens, time. In them we see landscapes not quiet time. It is an original lesson of
history. Suffering in a gazelle “Xab6ap” (Message) "from hundreds cares" epoch the lyrical
hero in “Cypmaneus” complains: "éwum 6opub, Kyzumoun Kampanap oxkub, 2am Hcoaacu
opom bepmariou” (literally: tears flow, from eyes streams flow, inflows of grief do not give
rest). Sometimes for a consolation he addresses to saki, wine:

Hcmacane kynenymea ocouuwt, kaoa x here coxué,

Kuwm to the lady i y x kum ynycoun 103 a fog ozopu ii y K.

(If you wish my soul of calmness, give wine, saki,

For there is no instant, when there is no hundreds thousand sufferings from the
people).

In some cases the similar complaint is expressed openly, at heart searching a way of an
exit from a similar conditions. In a gazelle beginning in the line “Heua kytiean xasxcp una
Gapcyoa oconum odam-b6adam” (How many burns smothering from separation) words
“anam” (grief), “2am” (grief), “cumam” (sufferings), “adam™, “ocaep” (loss) making a
uniform chain, the lyric finds public spirit, essence:

Ep 60pou kp30uny kynenymoa gypkam wuodamu,

Yapx 6e000 aiinaou, H#oHuMa OA8POH HCABD XAM.
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(The beloved has left from me, in a shower a pain of separation,

Heavens grieve, the grief causes also time).

As it was marked above, Khusayn complains not only of people of time, but also on
not fidelity, falsity of some friends, sometimes in its lines sad motives are traced. The
similar grief and suffering is in most cases transferred in hot lines, by means of rare artistic
touches. We read in a gazelle “V3eaua” (Differently):

Kumnuxum oaspon snuoun ép mymmym, oxubam,

Vieaua YUKMU, Y3UH 2ap KUI0U U3X0p, Y32aud.

(Whom from contemporaries | have not counted as the friend,

Eventually he has appeared the other, than proved to be). Sufferings enamoured are
how much strong, that he wishes simultaneously get rid and of the sufferings caused by
beloved, and from time conflicts. For feels powerless, because of “a grief of separation and
conflicts in the people™, he addresses to death. The given gazelle can be carried to the verses
reflecting social spirit in poetry Khusayniy:

Hey aoican, ocyoa xun xusxcpon 6anocuour menu,

bBup uynu kymxap yaycuune mosxcapocuoun meuu.

(Death, calm, relieve me of a grief of separation,

(Simultaneously relieve me of conflicts in the people).

Till now we managed to establish presence of two gazelles, one rubai and one fard of
Khusayniy in the Persian language. All these verses on a love theme, in them, as well as in
verses in Turkic language, the poet describes primordially allegorical love. In gazelle in thin
art expressions, especial comparisons find the reflexion aspiration enamoured to a beloved,
its beauty: the person as if the sun, eyes as if a morning star... In a gazelle “Monoa” sincere
experiences of the lyrical hero, its suffering from separation described so:

Ax medicytiu Huwonampo 6a Kyuu épu Ma,

Xox eawma scucmy cap car ocmone MOHOQ.

(Hey, the person, searching me in the street of my beloved, do not spend time vain,
my head, a body, having turned to a dust, lay at her threshold). 60wy scucmum mynpo xx
and avinanu6, ynune ocmonacuoa émubou . \Words “ dust "," a threshold "are a symbol of
fidelity of beloved.

In one fard the poet wrote: “wivm ypeanub xamonom kach6 smmaean odam o0e&3uea
cyenux (naxcom) coaunean suaxoup”’ (the person who was not studying, not seized craft, it
is similar to a donkey), in ruboi in Persian language  Khusayniy it was possible to create
the image inherent in him:

Kono scago bapou sagho mexauwiem mo,
Tapxu eagho maxyH, Ku sxnagho mexauiem Mo.
Haxxowu uun cypamaw osapo oap naszap,
3a0 bap 3amun Karam, Ku 4uxo mexauem Mo,

(Soul washing, in hope of a meeting we suffer, remember fidelity, we suffer. The artist
from China has imagined a beloved, from amazement dropped the pencil, has understood in

79



what we stay in a grief). The fine and thin description. The artist from China, having seen
only a portrait of a beloved of the lyrical hero, instead of her, from amazement, has dropped
a pencil, having understood the not a solvency in drawing.

Thus, Khusayniy has once again managed to prove the originality to poems in the
Persian language. Most likely, gazelles of Khusayniy on Persian also were known in due
time. Sufi Muhammad has created the kaside-ode “Noziktar” imitating the well-known
poem of the poet “Nozik”. In lexicon of both compositions there are many similar words
and expressions. It is necessary to note also, poems of Khusayniy, written on Persian are
various on subjects, and are made from ideologically-art point of view.

So, in gazelle of Khusayniy, devoted to singing allegorical love, in the description of
various experiences of lyric hero the complaint to the contemporaries, not loyal friends is
especially traced. These poems are original and in using of traditional art means, in
particular, art poetic receptions, images of love-adventure composition. The poet masterful
uses as in the description of a sincere condition of the lyrical hero, its internal experiences, a
grief and sufferings, sometimes complaints, and in the description of beauty of a beloved,
creation of its portrait various receptions of art of a word. Especially is usual comparisons,
exaggerations in compositions of Khusayniy.
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In this article the author discusses an innovative strategy of adult education in terms
of socio-philosophical analysis - logic education (development abilities of the individual)
and the logic of industry (the optimal use of human resources). The author analyzes the
main ways of improving the educational system and characterizes adult basic parameters of
creation of innovation of educational services in Russia on the basis of creative spaces and
platforms.

Keywords: creativity, creative potential, competence, adult education.

The main link in the chain of crises and challenges that humanity is facing at the dawn
of the third millennium is the crisis of competence. The global threat of our time is the

retard of a person's ability to adapt to changes in the world around him from the pace of
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these changes. In the modern world the knowledge is updated on average every six years.
Traditional formal basic education received in the beginning of the life, does not catch the
changes of the world, it can not in principle provide a person for the whole lifetime with
knowledge, abilities, skills and qualities required for the effective performance of social
roles. The concept of lifelong learning adopted by virtually all advanced countries, brings
the adult education to the determining positions in the main area of socio-economic
development of the modern world, including Russia.

Adult education is aimed at maximum meeting the following needs of the individuals,
society and the state:

- Personality - self-development, adaptation to the rapidly changing socio-economic,
political, moral and psychological conditions of life;

- Society — formation of the members of a society socially who are active and
adapting to the realities of life, law-abiding and initiative, oriented to the universal values;

- State - preparation of competent, efficient workers who are able to bring the country
to a high level of socio-economic and cultural development.

Thus, the main purpose of adult education is the formation of personality actively,
competently and effectively participating in all aspects of social life.

This goal is achieved by meeting the specific educational needs of adult learners that
can be reduced to several groups, determining the main objectives of adult education:

- receiving general secondary education;

- acquisition or improvement of professional skills;

- maintaining and improving health;

- improving the quality of family life;

- conscious participation in public life;

- meaningful leisure activities;

- personal development.

On this basis, adult education will ensure the meeting of the needs of the state and
society in the competent employees, law-abiding citizens, patriots of their country, members
of society with high moral standards.

Due to its flexibility, efficiency and relatively small costs adult education is an area of
educational practice that contributes to the solution of political, socio-economic,
technological and cultural problems of the society in conditions of a shortage of funds, time
and staff.

Up to date, Russia has a number of types of adult education:

- Formal adult education — general secondary education, primary, secondary
vocational education, higher education, postgraduate professional education (postgraduate
and doctoral studies), professional advancement and retraining of specialists and managers
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with higher and secondary vocational education in institutes, faculties and training and
professional retraining courses;

- Non-formal adult education - professionally designed and general cultural courses
in national universities, centers of continuing education, adult education centers, on
television, on various courses of intensive training.

All forms of adult education covers about 30% of population in Russia. However, the
efficiency of this education sector in recent years has fallen sharply. Under the influence of
financial instability the departmental system of retraining has sharply reduced, the
proportion of people receiving education by correspondence and evening classes has also
decreased, the non-formal structures are poorly developed, the intercompany adult training
is underdeveloped.

Now Russia has failed to create an effective, flexible, widely recognized sphere of
educational services for adults that is responsive to the changing needs of population in
education, having certain systematically important features, resolving the problems of socio-
economic, political, moral and educational nature in the interests of the individual, the state,
society. Such a system of adult education should cover all major aspects of social life
(economy, politics, social relations, culture, education).

PROBLEMS OF ADULT EDUCATION IN RUSSIA.
1. Lack of regulatory framework.

In the Law of the Russian Federation "On Education" there is no concept of adult
education. At the same time, most developed countries have adopted and implemented in
practice the legislation concerning adult education either in the form of special laws, or in
the form of the relevant parts of general education laws. It is very important to establish in
them and bring to the practical application the system of personal credit of adult education,
provide tax breaks to companies accumulating funds for adult education, relevant
educational institutions.

2. Practical lack of organizational structure in the system of adult education.

In most countries, adult education is regarded and operates as a special and in many
cases quite independent sphere of educational services. In Russia, all forms of adult
education that exist in reality, are organizationally and administratively in different
subordination, are separated from each other and are not integrated by the public policy and
relevant management and coordinating structures and scientific and methodological
principles of learning.

3. Insufficient development of the theoretical fundamentals of adult education and
their practical application.

Theoretical framework of adult education in most countries of the world is made up by
the concepts of adult education. Adult learning is based on specific principles different from
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traditional pedagogical ones, and other countries already have long-term traditions and rich
history. Our country now is actively developing new science of adult education - andragogy,
but practically all adult learning is still based on the traditional pedagogical principles that
significantly reduces the efficiency of learning.

In many countries, adult education uses specific technology, taking into account their
social and psychological characteristics. In Russia we mostly use traditional educational
technology of training, developed on the basis of the experience of teaching children.
Virtually in all countries with well-developed adult education the training is based on the
training materials specially designed for exactly this purpose. In Russia, such materials in
adult education are a rarity.

Scientific researches in the field of adult education and andragogy, the development of
technological problems of adult education that receive considerable attention around the
world, in Russia are not large enough.

5. Lack of information support of adult education.

We poorly use computer technologies to find information and such progressive adult
education forms of learning with various information technologies as distant learning.

WAYS OF DEVELOPMENT OF ADULT EDUCATION IN RUSSIA:

The main way of adult education in Russia is to establish a powerful, sufficiently
independent sphere of educational services possessing certain system important
characteristics. Establishment of such a system of adult education as an integral part of
continuing education should be the main goal of the state policy in the field of education at
the present stage.

The main directions of development of adult education in the country are the
following:

1. Establishment and development of legal and regulatory framework for adult
education . It is necessary to develop and adopt the federal law "On Adult Education” that
would stipulate the following:

- Institutionalization of adult education as an independent and leading sphere of
development of education in the country;

- Economic support for the establishment, operation and development of adult
education through the provision of the funds by the state, businesses, entrepreneurs, non-
governmental organizations and foundations;

- Legal and economic fundamentals of activity of educational institutions of adult
education sphere;

- Legal, social and economic aspects of the process of adult learning (payment,
capabilities, requirements, social and economic outcomes);
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- Correlation with the legislation of the CIS countries and other countries of the world
in the field of adult education.

2. Formation of the organizational structure of adult education sphere. It is necessary
to develop the basic parameters of the organizational structure of adult education sphere.
Educational institutions and structural divisions. Adult education sphere should include
government, public and private forms of adult education that are different both in structure
and in training programs. Along with existing evening high schools, adult education centers,
institutes and faculties, national universities, various state, cooperative and public training
courses for adults it is necessary to establish new organizational forms of adult learning.

We need to involve emerging businesses, public organizations and associations
(Society "Knowledge", Pedagogical Society, etc.) that use educational outreach methods of
work, to the creation on the basis of the social partnership the mixed state-public and state-
private forms of adult learning.

Marketing and consulting infrastructures. In order to determine the specific
educational needs of certain persons, economic, social, governmental structures in is
necessary to provide constant observations and researches, as well as informing and
orientation of the consumers of education in the education market. Therefore, it is necessary
to establish an information and orientation agency for the population in the field of
educational services that would take over these functions.

Informational provision. Undoubtedly, the field of adult education can not function
effectively and develop without creating the databases, providing modern technology of
information flows, using computer technologies, including the Internet. One of the
important parts of informatization of adult education field is the distribution of distant forms
of learning that can make education more accessible and open.

3. Development of theoretical and methodological framework.

Adult education should be based on the adult learning theory - andragogy, the concept
of free or "open” training, it should develop in the field of the personal continuing education
throughout the life, should be based on the psychology of adult learning. The core
technology should be the adult learning technology —on the basis of the andragogical model
of learning using study and methodological materials composed specifically for adults,
taking into account their age-specific and socio-psychological characteristics. The distant
learning using computer technology should be widespread. For the development of
theoretical, methodological, technological, scientific and methodological fundamentals of
adult education it is necessary to conduct large-scale fundamental and applied researches on
problems of adult education, andragogy, psychology of adult education, training of the
specialists in andragogy.

4. Training of staff. It is necessary to make the list and secure in legal norms the
functional responsibilities of the specialists involved in adult education field, including
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teachers, counselors, tutors, administrators and managers, employees of information and
orientation services, social workers, employees of rehabilitation correctional institutions.
They should have andragogical training to perform their functions. In this connection it is
necessary to organize basic training, systematic retraining and professional advancement, as
well as post-graduate education for specialists in andragogy of different area and levels.

5. International cooperation. Currently the implementation of any major social project
is not possible only within one country by the efforts of only national organizations.
Therefore, for the development of adult education in Russia we must develop broad
cooperation with international non-governmental organizations, the European association of
adult education, with national organizations and institutions of other countries both within
multilateral projects and bilateral agreements and projects. National Committee for Adult
Education in Russia could coordinate all these activities.

The performance of listed and other possible measures will give a powerful impetus to
the development of adult education that should and can play a key role in achieving well-
being, prosperity and greatness of Russia.

In the modern world, there are general laws for all countries, due to the peculiarities of
post-industrial development and formation of a society based on knowledge. In this society,
education and professional skills are factors in achieving economic success, civic
responsibility and social cohesion. In this society, responsibility for learning is shared
between the government, employers, workers and citizens, and the strategy and format of
establishment is learning throughout the whole life.

Learning throughout the whole life includes three types of education and training:

9 formal learning (universities, other educational structures assigning a certificate of
education);

1 spontaneous learning (in the course of everyday human activities related to his
work, family or leisure activities)

9 informal learning (outside the educational institution).

The basis for learning throughout the whole life is an effective primary and secondary
education that forms the motivation to learn and the ability to learn, as well as the
responsibility of students for their own learning and behavior.

Other important segments of learning throughout the whole life are initial vocational
training and continuing professional education, training, following the receipt of the first
professional qualification and representing the education of the adult population.

And it occurs in the world today. Education throughout the whole life is regarded as a
common frame of development of national education systems in close connection with the
strategy of economic and social development. Up to 2007 European countries have already
submitted the reports on the implementation of learning strategies throughout the whole life
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In their native countries for very specific criteria, ensuring comparability and comparison of
the situation in each country. Formal education is no longer the process of knowledge
translation — the emphasis shifts to the ability to learn and independently develop the
knowledge. The importance of knowledge of the facts is diminishing, giving way to the
need for access to information, mastering the ability to search and interpret information and
turning it into new knowledge. The role of non-formal education and training is increasing.

Russia, unfortunately, still perceives the phrase "learning throughout the whole life"
more as a slogan or as a synonym for continuing professional education and training.
Attempts to form a national strategy for the development of education in the country are
unsuccessful, in part, because they are not integrated into the contemporary processes of
social development and sustained in the rhetoric of industrial society. Learning throughout
the whole life as a national strategy is not defined in them.

In the context of learning throughout the whole life, is it possible to assert with
confidence that our primary and general secondary education gives the children the
opportunity to actually generate those basic core skills and knowledge that will enable them
to be personally successful in further life? Obviously, no.

The country has not formed the institute of adult education, the importance of which is
caused both by professional development needs of the adult population and demographic
factors. Adult education is largely confined to secondary vocational education.

As it is well known, the development of education throughout the whole life implies
the presence of high-quality training systems on the workplace and the formation of skills
necessary for self-education. We also have problems with it.

Initial vocational education ensures the further success of the citizens in a professional
and personal sense, since it forms the competences meeting the needs of the labor market
and the requirements of modern technology, opens the way for the acquisition of higher
professional qualification in the future.

That is why in the whole world the responsibility for funding the given level of
education is borne by the government. In our country the initial vocational education does
not exist in the new draft of the law. It is replaced by the professional training that has the
"truncated character", is lack of serious general education fundamentals and can not ensure
the further development of the citizens relevant to the objectives of the modern economy
and social sphere.

The following actions can positively change the situation:

1 new commitments of the exterior investment in learning throughout the whole life
providing a balance of state participation that must invest in the modernization of education
at all levels, the private sector and citizens;
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1 recognition of the official status of the informal and spontaneous education and
training. (Logically, it should be done in the new education act. Also this act shall reflect the
qualifications framework and its role in the modernization of vocational education);

1 government regulation of the market of educational services, establishment of
conditions for equal access to education and training, improving the quality of education
and training at the expense of clear standards;

1 the financial responsibility of the state (in addition to general education) for initial
vocational education.

In conclusion, it should be emphasized that the most important and innovative feature
of the essence of learning strategies throughout the whole life is merging two logics - the
logic of education (development of the individual abilities) and the logic of the industry (the
optimal use of human resources). The new logic implies the convergence of two systems -
the system of general education and system of vocational education.
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
